The project proposal for the 45th series of Student Project Programme (SPP) can be applied by 
Google Forms, and the same must be submitted by email to spp@kscst.org.in 

It is mandatory to send the project proposal by email after filling the Google Forms. Do not send 
the hard copy of the proposal. 

Eligibility: 

1. The project proposals are accepted from the institutions / Universities established with 

in the state of Karnataka. 

2. Students studying in the final year B.E., M.Tech, M.Sc, M.Sc/M.Tech (Agriculture) and 

M.B.A. are eligible to apply. A team of a maximum of four students are allowed. 

3. The project shall have maximum of two guides. 

4. Only ONE project from a team is allowed. A student shall not be associated with more 

than one project. 

5. The project proposals must be submitted with prior approval from the institution. 

Processing Fee: 

1. Payment of processing fee of Rs. 1000/- per project shall be made by NEFT / UPI 
payment mode. 

2. The bank account details of KSCST are available for download from the website.  

3. Without processing fees, project proposals will not be considered for evaluation.
